The Initiative for ASEAN Integration (IAl) was
launched by then Singapore Prime Minister (PM)
Goh Chok Tong at the 4" ASEAN Informal Summit in
2000 to narrow the development gap between
ASEAN-6 and Cambodia, Lao PDR, Myanmar and
Viet Nam and to support ASEAN integration and
community building. To date, Singapore has made
four pledges totalling S$170 million to the 1Al

A key IAl project by Singapore was the establishment
of training centres in Phnom Penh, Vientiane,
Yangon and Hanoi, which have been upgraded to the
Singapore Cooperation Centres. More than 47,000
CLMV government officials have attended our
training courses at these centres covering diverse
areas outlined in the four IAl Work Plans. The latest
IAl Work Plan IV (2021-2025) is structured around
the strategic areas of food and agriculture, trade
facilitation, MSMEs, education, health and well-being
as well as the enabling actions which are aimed at
promoting sustainable development, sharing best
practices in public policy, governance and regulatory
development, improving data collection and analysis
capabilities; and strengthening the role of social work
to realise a people-oriented, people-centred and
inclusive ASEAN Community.

The IAl is in line with the spirit of the Singapore
Cooperation Programme (SCP). Established in 1992,
the SCP brings together various technical assistance
programmes offered by Singapore. As a country
whose only resource is its people, Singapore
believes that human resource development is vital for
economic and social progress. Singapore has also
benefited from training provided by other countries
and international organisations and has increased
the range and number of training programmes under
its SCP to meet the development needs of
developing countries.

Course Objective

This course aims to examine Singapore’s digital
economy framework, from strategy to action. It will
share with participants policies and programmes
to empower our businesses and people for the
digital future.

Synopsis
Course topics inciude:

e Global trends and challenges of the digital
economy;

e Supporting digital transformation for SMEs
through SMEs Go Digital;

e Promoting digital trade through inter-operable
digital tools and standards;

e Building a trusted ecosystem through data and
Al governance; and

e Empowering our citizens to thrive in an
inclusive digital society.

Methodology

The course will be conducted through a “blended”
virtual classroom comprising a combination of
synchronous e-Learning (‘live’ lecture and
interactive sessions with Q&A segments, group
discussions, quizzes and presentations and
asynchronous e-Learning sessions (independent
and self-study of online modules, individual
completion of assignments and assessments) on
a web-based Learning Management System.

The guide and timings to access the online
synchronous and asynchronous e-Learning will be
circulated to the participants separately.

Participants are required to comply with the following:

Strictly observe course schedules and not miss
training sessions, and

Carry out instructions and abide by conditions as
may be stipulated by the nominating authority or
government and the Government of Singapore
and its appointed trainer, with respect to the
course.

The course will be held from 31 July to 4 August
2023.

Mid-to-senior level government officials involved
in developing the digital economy in their country.
Proficient in spoken and written English at least at
the intermediate level,

Nominated by the government of Viet Nam; and

In good health.

The Government of Singapore will be responsible
for the training fees for the conduct of the course
by the trainer(s).
